18th Annual Player Networking Event at the Super Bowl

Event Overview
The Player Networking Event™ (PNE) was established in 2000 as a career transition initiative of NFL Player Department (now known as NFL Player Engagement). In 2003 the NFL provided Troupe21 and Associates (Troupe21) with exclusive rights to administer the PNE as an NFL Sanctioned Super Bowl Event. Designed to teach active and former NFL players the value of networking—the PNE targets individuals and corporations interested in supporting players’ transition from football. Each year approximately 65 active/former players, 300 corporate executives and 40 exhibitors attend this invitation-only event.  Exhibitors are typically focused on marketing autograph signings, speaking engagements, shadowing, internship, employment, consulting, vendor supplier and franchising opportunities to players. The PNE also supports former players interested in using the event to launch and promote their business interests.
Primary Needs
· Availability for event on Saturday, February 3, 2018 from 12:00pm-6:00pm. Ideally, we would like access to the room for set-up on Friday, February 2, 2018 from 5:00pm-9:00pm; worst case we need access to the room by 7am the day of the event; 
· A welcome area adjacent to the main room for food, beverage and sports memorabilia;
· The space to accommodate approximately 40 vendor areas (each with six-foot black skirted tables and two chairs);
· Standard electric, wireless and AV needed; and
· Audio system and powered speakers to cover the entire ballroom.
Secondary Needs
· A smaller breakout room adjacent to the primary space that can accommodate approximately 100 for a working seminar from noon to 2:00pm on Saturday, February 3, 2018;
· Hors d’oeuvres, carving stations, desserts and beverages for guests (see sample menu on page on page two of this document).
